This course introduces the language of visual arts, art history, art criticism and art production. The course relies on hands on learning experiences, written assignments and tests. 
Production will include drawing, painting, printmaking and sculpture.

Course Title:  Visual Art II

Grade Level:  10-12

Credit hours:  1

Prerequisites: Art 1 (B average)

This course will expand on art experiences introduced in Art 1. Emphasis will be placed on esthetic appreciation and the continued studio experience in a variety of media.

Course Title:  Visual Art III

Grade Level:  10-12

Credit hours:  1

Prerequisites: Art I and II (B average)

This course will expand on the student’s knowledge and understanding of various art media and styles. Students will be introduced to problem solving projects while also spending more time on new methods and materials. Students will build a portfolio of their work throughout the year.
Course Title:  Studio Art

Grade levels: 11-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Art I,II
Students entering this course will be expected to demonstrate advanced level skills in drawing, painting, printmaking, and sculpture. Emphasis will be placed on finding unique individual solutions to creative art problems.
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Arts

Course Title:  Visual Art 1

Grade Level:  9-12

Credit hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A

Business and Technology
*Dual Enrollment classes with Volunteer State Community College may be offered based on student interest.
Course Title; Keyboarding

Grade Level: 8-12

Credit Hours: 1/2
Prerequisites:

N/A

The entire class takes place in the Business Computer lab. The first three weeks are spent practicing proper technique and developing speed using typing games and other software. The remainder of the class is spent learning to prepare business documents such as memos, business letters, and reports. Emphasis for the class is learning the capabilities of Microsoft Word beyond simple typing. There is no homework for this class. Completion of this class and Keyboarding Applications with a “B” or better allows for transfer credit to Volunteer State Community College.
Course Title:  Layout and Design
Grade Level:  9-12

Credit hours:  ½
Prerequisites: Keyboarding

Students learn to prepare memos, business letters, resumes, job applications, minutes, appointment schedules, meeting agendas, reports, cover pages, endnotes, footnotes and bibliographies or works cited pages. Advanced functions of Microsoft Word will also be taught. There will be little or no homework with this class. 
Course Title:  Spreadsheet Applications

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisites:  Keyboarding

Students learn how to use Microsoft Excel spreadsheet software. This course develops skills in designing worksheets, writing formulas, analyzing data, charting data and managing data. Student proficiency may lead to software certification. There will be little or no homework with this class. 
Course Title:  Multimedia

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Keyboarding

This is a computer based project class where students develop different materials using a variety of software. This course is designed to give students experience with interactive multimedia. Students will design, write, and produce a computer-based multimedia project. Team development will also be stressed.

Course Title:  Introduction to Business

Grade Level:  9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  N/A
This course is designed for 9th and 10th graders. It lays the foundation for upper level business courses and introduces all aspects of business. Students will be introduced to concepts such as basic economic concepts, forms of business ownership, management strategies, and the global economy and trade. This course is a required prerequisite for many business courses.

Course Title:  Microsoft Office Applications (Integrated Input Tech)

Grade level:  9-12

Credit hours 1

Prerequisites: Keyboarding

The course goes beyond the basics and looks at some of the advanced features of Office Applications. It provides an in-depth overview of all Microsoft Office applications of Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Access, and Publisher. This course is highly recommended for any student planning to work in any type of office environment upon graduation from college. It will also provide valuable skills for college. Recommended prerequisites are Layout and Design and Spreadsheets.

Course Title:  Marketing I

Grade level: 10-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Introduction to Business

This class focuses on the study of marketing concepts and their practical application. Students will examine risks and challenges marketers face to establish a competitive edge. Subject matter includes economics, marketing foundations/functions and human resource leadership development. Skills in communication, mathematics, economics and psychology are reinforced in this course.
Course Title: Marketing II

Grade Level: 10-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites:  Microsoft Applications, Introduction to Business, Marketing I
Marketing II emphasizes marketing concepts and management functions performed by professionals. Students will examine challenges, responsibilities, and risks that managers face in today’s workplace. Students will develop decision-making skills so that students understand the impact on management-oriented challenges. Subject matter includes finance, entrepreneurship, risk management, marketing and information systems, purchasing, human resource skills, and leadership development. Communication, interpersonal and mathematics skills are reinforced in this course.

Course Title:  Accounting

Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A
Accounting I introduces concepts and principles based on a double-entry system of maintaining the financial records of a sole proprietorship, partnership and corporation. It includes analyzing business transactions, journalizing, posting and preparing worksheets and financial statements. This class is strongly recommended for any student planning to major in business or own their own business.  
Course Title:  Career Connections

Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisite: N/A

This course teaches students how to plan for and manage a career in a continuously changing workplace. Students will learn the importance of exploring multiple career paths and building on the inter-relatedness between occupations when applying career development strategies throughout their career. 
Course Title:  Financial Planning

Grade Level: 11-12

Credit Hours: 1
Prerequisites: Introduction to Business

In Financial Planning, students will learn all about the basic financial and employee information they will need to develop a successful investment strategy. Topics covered will be insurance (life, health, disability, long-term care, etc), retirement plans (IRA’s 401K and Roth IRA’s), credit cards, and wise investment choices. Students will play an on-line stock trading game to understand the dynamics of the US stock market. Discussions will focus on stocks, bonds, and mutual funds as strategies to manage wealth as student’s progress in life. 
Course Title: Business Management

Grade Level: 11-12

Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisites: Introduction to Business

Someone once said “great leaders are not born they are made.” This course covers the foundations of working with others in a management role for the success of the business. Topics covered will be barriers to communication, strategic planning, and the role of human resources. Other topics include conflict resolution among coworkers, motivating others and bringing together a diverse workplace for the success of a business. 
Course Title: American Business Legal Systems

Grade Level: 11-12

Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisites: N/A

Students will study the Constitution, Bill of Rights, branches of government, contract law, US judicial structure, and compare the US legal system to other countries. 

Course Title: Automated Accounting
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisites:  Accounting I and Document Creation

Automated Accounting is a course in which students will apply generally accepted accounting principles, procedures and techniques to a computerized accounting environment. Students will enter realistic accounting transactions for a variety of business applications and generate financial statements, spreadsheets and other management information reports. Prerequisite is Accounting I and Document Creation. 
Course Title: Virtual Business Leadership
Grade Level: 11-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Microsoft Office Applications, Introduction to Business, Marketing

This course is taught in the computer lab. Students operate a business while competing with other schools throughout the United States. All aspects of a business will be covered (management, human resources, finance, marketing, etc.). Teacher recommendation is suggested. 

English
Course Title: English I Honors, Foundations of Western Civilizations 
Grade Level: 9

Credit Hours: 1
Through this introduction to such great authors as Plato, Homer, Virgil, and Dante, students will discover the Greek and Roman influences upon modern methods of speaking and writing as well as culture. They will come to understand the effect of the development of Christianity upon the western canon as well as the progression and development of the English language.

Course Title: English II Honors,  Foundations of British Literature

Grade Level; 10

Credit Hours: 1
Students move more deeply into the progression of the English language as they study the development of old and middle English and move on to the modern English of Shakespeare, Dickens, Bronte, Austen, Orwell, and Huxley. They also learn of the progression of the English people and gain a greater understanding of the effects of political and social events on literature.  Students must meet the passing score on the state mandated Gateway English 10 test in order to meet the requirements for graduation.
Course Title: Dual Enrollment English 1010&1020

Grade Level: 11 or 12
Credit Hours: 1, Honors

Prerequisites: Student must score a 19 on the ACT and have an A/B average

ENGL 1010 English Composition I (3) Writing ex-           pository compositions based primarily on analysis of          essays and literary works; emphasis on rhetorical modes, documentation skills, and revision. Requirement: ACT subscore of 19 in English and Reading.

Course Title:  English III Honors, Foundations of American Literature

Grade 11

Credit hours: 1, Honors

Prerequisites: N/A
Students will explore the evolution of the American language and voice as they study myths of various Native American cultures, nonfiction writing from our nation’s forefathers, and works of such groundbreaking authors as Poe, Twain, Hemingway, Fitzgerald, Hurston, Hansberry, Hughes, and Steinbeck. Students will also look at songs, poems, and stories of American pop culture and create their own works of fiction. 
Course Title: English III Honors,  Foundations of American Literature and AP Prep           Grade level: 11                                           Credit: 1                                          Prerequisites: A or high B average and teacher recommendation.
Although students will not take the AP exam until their senior year, this class is considered an AP prep class, and while students continue to develop SAT vocabulary and test taking skills, the focus shifts towards success on the AP exam in literature. This class is an in-depth look at what makes American literature unique. Students will look at the growing pains of our young country through its literature. Students will take sample AP exams and focus on writing technical essays on literary topics. 

Course Title: English IV AP,  Introduction to 20th century World Literature                               Grade level: 12                                            Credit Hours: 1                                           Prerequisite: A or high B average, and teacher recommendation.
Like English III, this class focuses on the AP exam in literature and writing for that exam. To better understand our increasingly shrinking world and the new much-discussed “globalized economy,” students will survey works from around the world. Translations will be utilized, but also, many students in upper level language classes may take the opportunity to read a classic in its original French or Spanish. Some authors to be studied may include Allende, Joyce, Yeats, Neruda, and Camus. As in English III, students will take sample AP exams and focus on writing technical essays on literary topics. 

*All students will take the AP exam for this course in the Spring.  The cost is approximately $85
Course Title: Honors Writing

Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: None

Honors writing is designed to develop and enhance college writing skills.  This course will broaden students’ ability to write in a mature, thoughtful manner, using higher order thinking skills.  Students will have experience with critical, persuasive, and creative writing.  As much of the writing will be literature based, this course is recommended as a follow-up for first-term AP students and other students with exceptional writing skills.
Course Title: English IV Honors, Introduction to 20th century World Literature
Grade Level: 12

Credit hours: 1
Prerequisites: N/A

Students will explore various cultures through their literature, art, and news media. In an attempt to better understand their own culture, students will be asked to compare many works and authors from around the world with those from their own culture. In this course, students are encouraged to think of how our “shrinking globe” affects their own personal lives.  

Course Title: Dual Enrollment English    
Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1, Honors

Prerequisites: Student must score 19 on the ACT and have an A/B average.

English 2110 – American Literature I – Reading representative and significant works of American literature from the beginning to the Civil War; discussion of literature within its social and historical context.  Prerequisite:  Eng. 1020

English 2120 – American Literature II – Reading representative and significant works of American literature from the Civil War to the present; discussion of literature within its social and historical context.  Prerequisite:  English 1020

English 2310 – World Literature I – Reading representative and significant works of world literature from ancient literature to 1650; discussion of the literature within its social and historical context.  Prerequisite:  English 1020

English 2320 – World Literature I – Reading representative and significant works of world literature from 1650 to the present; discussion of the literature within its social and historical context.  Prerequisite:  English 1020

Course Title:  Journalism
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A
Explores the history of journalism in the USA, journalistic law, and journalistic writing style.  In addition to the production of a real scholastic newspaper, students will also write a public relations unit and write and produce a television newscast.  Field trips may include visits to city newspapers and/or local television stations, and internships at these, when possible.  An understanding of grammar and basic writing concepts are a must, and a curiosity about people and events is essential.
Course Title:  Creative Writing
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Teacher Recommendation

This one credit course may be taken as an elective once during the student’s high school career.  There are no course perquisites.  
Course Title:  Yearbook
Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours: N/A

Prerequisite:  Application process, teacher recommendation
Students and their sponsor will be responsible for the school’s yearbook development.  All work is completed using the Jostens’ website via the internet.  Self-motivated, creative, and dedicated individuals who work well with others are fundamental to the completion of the yearbook.  
Foreign Language

Latin
Course Title: Latin I 
Grade Level: 8

Prerequisites: N/A

Latin I introduces the various skills necessary for the study of a foreign language. The main emphasis is placed on grammar, vocabulary, and derivations. Roman and Greek mythology and Roman culture and history are also stressed. All Latin students are eligible to join the Latin Club, Junior Classical League, and participate in the Mid-State and State Conventions. 
Course Title: Latin I Honors
Grade Level: 9-12
Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: N/A

Latin I introduces the various skills necessary for the study of a foreign language. The main emphasis is placed on grammar, vocabulary, and derivations. Roman and Greek mythology and Roman culture and history are also stressed. All Latin students are eligible to join the Latin Club, Junior Classical League, and participate in the Mid-State and State Conventions. 
Course Title:   Latin II Honors
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit hours: 1

Prerequisites: Latin I Honors
The primary focus of Latin II is competency in the reading of the language. Additional vocabulary and complex grammatical structures are also stressed. Greek and Roman mythology and the life of Julius Caesar are also emphasized.
Course Title; Latin III Honors
Grade Level: 10-12
Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Latin I and II Honors
Latin III is an advanced course in foreign language texts. The works of ancient authors such as Cicero are emphasized. There is continuing work on vocabulary, grammar, mythology, and word studies. Also, some Roman and Greek plays are studied. Students may be required to purchase additional texts for this class. 
Course Title: Latin IV Honors
Grade level: 11-12
Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Latin I, II, and III Honors,as well as, a teacher recommendation

Latin IV students translate parts of Virgil’s Aeneid. There is also continued emphasis on word studies, vocabulary, mythology, Roman history, and Roman culture. Students may be required to purchase additional texts for this class. 

Course Title: Latin V Honors
Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Latin I,II, II, and IV Honors, as well as, teacher recommendation.

This course will concentrate on the reading, comprehending, analyzing, and interpreting of Latin literature. The students will have input concerning which works will be read in class. The works chosen will be examined in their cultural and political contexts. Much of the class will be student directed. At the end of the course, students will have the opportunity to take the Advanced Placement Examination in Latin literature. Class participation will be of the utmost importance in the evaluation of students' performance in the course.  Students may be required to purchase additional texts for this class. 

French
Course Title: French I

Grade Level: 8

Prerequisite: N/A

French I emphasizes the basic skills for learning a foreign language.  Skills such as speaking and writing are stressed through exercises and manipulative situations.  Students learn vocabulary and grammar contextually through reading and listening activities.   Cultural aspects of the Francophone world are integral part of the course.

Course Title: French I Honors
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A

French I emphasizes the basic skills for learning a foreign language.  Skills such as speaking and writing are stressed through exercises and manipulative situations.  Students learn vocabulary and grammar contextually through reading and listening activities.   Cultural aspects of the Francophone world are integral part of the course.

Course Title:  French II Honors
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: French I Honors
French II provides a more in-depth approach to grammar and vocabulary.  Students continue to learn contextually in listening and reading as well as through applications of speaking and writing.  Cultural aspects of the Francophone world continue to be an integral part of the course.

Course Title:  French III Honors
Grade Level: 10-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  French II Honors
French III is an advanced course designed to study more intricate grammar, vocabulary, and writing.  Written and oral performances are required of students.  The goal is for students to have a more proficient understanding of the language in listening and reading.  Cultural studies focus on the history of the civilization of France, as well as, traditions still practiced today in modern life.

Course Title:  French IV Honors
Grade Level:  11-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: French III Honors
French IV is an advanced course requiring self-motivation and self-discipline.  The textbook is written in French and examines French history, life, grammar, and literature.  Goals include proficiency in reading, writing, listening, and speaking.
Spanish

Course Title: Spanish I 
Grade Level: 8
Prerequisite:  N/A
The study and practice of the basic skills of speaking, listening, reading, and writing of Spanish. Emphasis is upon the structure of Spanish in its spoken and written forms. Students will begin developing abilities in oral expression, grammatical constructions, and aural comprehension. Throughout the course, various aspects of Latin American and Spanish culture, history, and geography will be considered. This course will cover the present, present progressive, and preterite tenses.
Course Title:  Spanish I Honors
Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A

Course Title: Spanish II Honors

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Spanish I Honors
The study and practice of basic to intermediate skills in speaking, listening, reading, and writing of Spanish. Emphasis is upon practical oral expression, grammatical constructions, written work, and aural comprehension. The speaking of Spanish will have a greater emphasis.  There will be a continuation of the study of the various aspects of Latin American and Spanish culture, history, and geography. This course reviews the fundamentals of grammar, and stresses the preterite, imperfect, and imperative forms.
Course Title:  Spanish III Honors

Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours:  1

Prerequisite:  Spanish I,II Honors
The study and practice of intermediate skills in speaking, listening, reading, and writing of Spanish. Emphasis is upon appropriate oral expression, grammatical constructions, written work, and aural comprehension.   This course emphasizes a comparative study of the various aspects of Latin American and Spanish culture, history, and geography with our own.   The course will review the indicative and imperative moods and introduce the subjunctive mood.
Course Title:  Spanish IV Honors
Grade Level: 11-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: Spanish I,II,III Honors
The study and practice of advanced skills in Spanish with emphasis upon the vocabulary and grammatical forms needed for daily conversation in Spanish.  Another major focus in this course will be the reading and analysis of Spanish and Latin American literature.  The course will be taught in Spanish.
Mathematics

Course Title: Algebra I

Grade Level: 8
Credit hours: N/A
Prerequisite: N/A
Algebra 1 uses problem situations, physical models, and appropriate technology to extend algebraic thinking and engage student reasoning.  Topics covered include, linear equations, solving sets of equations, quadratic equations, … This is a fast-paced course where the student is expected to work outside of the class.  Students must meet the passing score on the state mandated Gateway Algebra 1 test in order to meet the requirements for graduation.
Course Title: Algebra I Honors
Grade Level: 9
Credit hours: 1
Prerequisite: N/A
Algebra 1 uses problem situations, physical models, and appropriate technology to extend algebraic thinking and engage student reasoning.  Topics covered include linear equations, solving sets of equations, quadratic equations, … This is a fast-paced course where the student is expected to work outside of the class.  Students must meet the passing score on the state mandated Gateway Algebra 1 test in order to meet the requirements for graduation.

Course title:  Geometry Honors

Grade Level: 9-10

Credit H0urs:  1

Prerequisites:  Algebra I Honors
Geometry uses problem situations, physical models, and appropriate technology to investigate and justify geometric concepts and relationships.  Topics include proofs, Euclidian Geometry, intro to Trigonometry, …. This is a fast-paced course where the student is expected to work outside the class.
Course Title: Algebra II Honors
Grade Level: 10

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Algebra I Honors, Geometry Honors
 Honors Algebra II is designed to prepare

students for courses of study that need a strong mathematical background. The concepts emphasized in the course include analysis of functions, solving system of equations, graphing, data analysis, and logarithmic and exponential functions.  This course will be a more rigorous approach to topics in second year algebra. Successful completion of an Algebra II class is required for entrance into Tennessee public colleges and universities.  

Course Title:  Pre-Calculus Honors
Grade 11

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Honors Algebra I and II, Honors Geometry

Honors Pre-Calculus is a course

designed to meet the needs of the college-bound student who will need a strong background in mathematics. This

course is an advanced algebra and analytic geometry course with some exposure to calculus.

Course Title:  Trigonometry Honors

Grade: 11,12 

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Honors Algebra I and Algebra II, Honors Geometry, Honors Pre Calculus
Trigonometry Honors covers both the circular function and the right triangle approaches.  Topics included are definition of six trig functions, solving trig identities, inverse trig, solving trig equations, graphs of trig functions, solving practical right triangle trig problems, law of cosines and law of sines.  In addition, related topics of polar coordinates, polar complex numbers including DeMories Theorem and vectors will be included.
Course Title:  Calculus Honors

Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Pre-Calculus Honors and
Trigonometry Honors
Calculus Honors is a course designed to meet the needs of the college bound student who desires a very strong background in mathematics. 

Course Title:  Advanced Placement Calculus

Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and II Honors, Geometry Honors, Pre-Calculus Honors
This course is designed to prepare the student for the Advanced Placement Calculus exam.  Only seniors will be allowed to take this class.
  All students will take the AP exam for this course in the Spring.  The cost is approximately $85 
* A Dual Enrollment Mathematics course with Volunteer State Community College will be offered for Grade 12.

Performing Arts
Course Title: Concert Choir

Grade Level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Audition Only

Members of the Concert Choir will learn the fundamentals of music theory, vocal production, and choral performance. Literature from a variety of musical styles and periods will be sung. A concert will be performed each semester. Extra time beyond the regular school day will be required for practice and rehearsals prior to a concert. Attendance of all rehearsals and performances is required, as well as, the purchase of concert attire.

Course Title: Show Choir

Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Audition and 1 year of choral experience.

Show Choir combines singing with choreography. Emphasis will be placed on performing pop, show, classical, and jazz music. The group will participate in public performances for the school, community, and business organizations. Members will perform with the Concert Choir each semester. Extra time beyond the regular school day will be required for rehearsals prior to performances. Attendance at all rehearsals and performances is required as well as the purchase of performance apparel.

Course Title: Theatre Arts I
Grade level: open to all students

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: N/A
Course Description: This is a beginning level course in theatre. Students will start with some basic performance assignments while learning theatre terminology, stage movement, characterization, theatre history, and play production. There will be a one-act play at the end of the semester. Participation in this production is mandatory. Outside class rehearsals and performances are required.
Course Title:  Theatre Arts II

Grade level: 10-12
Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Theatre Arts I and Instructor’s recommendation; an audition may be required for this class.

Course Description: This is an intermediate level course where focus is on stage acting and characterization. Students in this class will perform in an appropriate production. Participation in this production is mandatory.  Outside class rehearsals and performances are required.
Course Title: Theatre Arts III&IV

Grade level: 11-12
Credit hours: 1

Prerequisites;  Theatre Arts I&II and/or instructor’s recommendation; an audition may be required for this class.

Course Description: This advanced level course is for the committed theatre student. Continued development of acting techniques and student directing will be the focus. Participation in a major production is mandatory.

Outside class rehearsals and performances are required.
Course Title:  Forensics
Grade Level:  9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Instructor’s recommendation ONLY. (Students interested in this course must meet with instructor prior to enrolling)

Course Description: This course focuses on competitive speaking. Public speaking and oral interpretation are the focus. It is mandatory students attend four to five tournaments in the fall. Attendance at three tournaments in the spring will be highly encouraged—including the district and state tournaments.  All tournaments are held on Saturdays. A student’s grade depends on attendance at the fall tournaments and satisfactory participation.

This class is offered in the fall only.

Course Title:  Concert Band

Grade Level:  9-12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisites: Teacher approval, successful completion of middle school band
This course involves the rehearsal and performance of band music in the grade III-VI categories. Concert Band members should participate in Mid-State Band auditions, All- County Band auditions (by invitation only), and a Solo and Ensemble Festival.

Course Title:  String Ensemble

Grade level: 9-12

Credit Hours: 1
Prerequisites: Teacher approval

This course involves the rehearsal and performance of string orchestra (violin, viola, cello, bass) literature in the grade II-V categories. Acoustic guitar and piano sections may be included in order to augment the class.  

Students are encouraged to participate in Mid-State Orchestra auditions and a Solo and Ensemble Festival.

Physical Education
Course Title:  Wellness
Grade level: 9

Credit hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A

This is a required course for all freshmen.  Wellness is designed to promote healthy lifestyles by combining health education and physical activity.

Course Title;  Physical Education

Grade Level:  10-12
Credit Hours:  1

Prerequisite:  Wellness
This course will provide a variety of units, which will include sports, games, leisure activities, and fitness development.  There will be an emphasis on individualized conditioning which will include running 2-3 miles.  These activities will promote intrinsic values for leisure time participation for lifetime involvement in movement.
Science
Course Title:  Physical Science Honors

Grade Level: 9

Credit hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A
Honors physical science is an advanced class introducing chemistry and physics.  This course includes a study of atomic structure, Periodic Table, formula writing, balancing equations, acids and bases, and some organic chemistry.  Students also study energy, force, motion, sound, light, simple and complex machines, and nuclear energy.  Lectures, laboratory work, and special projects are used to introduce chemical or physical principles. 
Course Title:  Biology I Honors
Grade Level:  9-11
Credit hours:  1

Prerequisites: Physical Science Honors
Advanced/ Honors Biology is a specialized study of biological science designed to supplement studies for college-bound students.  This course is for those especially interested in life science and intend to major in related scientific fields.  Students will focus on analytical thinking, application and independent project work.  This course meets college admission requirements and is a prerequisite for more advanced coursework.

Comparative dissection is optional, that is may be done “virtually” with computer programs.
Students must meet the passing score of the state mandated Gateway Biology test in order to meet the requirements for graduation.
Course Title:  Chemistry Honors

Grade Level: 11

Credit hours: 1

Prerequisites:  Algebra I Honors
Chemistry is a lab science and involves the study of matter and those changes which occur within it.  The lab activities are correlated to the lecture/discussion, serve as examples of, and reinforce the abstract principles presented.  These principles are given as both qualitative and quantitative presentations.
Course Title:  Biology AP
Grade Level:  11-12
Credit hours:  1
Prerequisites: Biology I Honors, Chemistry Honors
AP Biology is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college intro biology course for majors.  The materials, coursework and lab activities will be college level, requiring additional time and effort above a standard high school course.  This course is time intensive with an emphasis on laboratory activities. The AP Exam is to be taken at the end of the course to secure college credit upon passing.  All students will take the AP exam for this course in the Spring.  The cost is approximately $85 
  The three areas of focus on the exam include:  Molecules and Cells (25%), Heredity and Evolution (25%) and Organisms and Populations (50%).

Course Title:  Physics Honors
Grade Level: 12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Algebra II Honors, Geometry Honors
Physics is a course that deals with the relationship between matter and energy and how they interact.  Topics to be covered include Mechanics, Thermodynamics, Waves (including sound), Light and Optics, Electricity and Magnetism, and Atomic and Nuclear Physics.    We will use a balanced approach including lab, lecture and problem solving.
Course Title:  Ecology Honors
Grade Level:  12

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Chemistry Honors
Ecology is the investigative study of the interactions that occur within the different biota of the living world.  It additionally investigates the relationships between the abiotic and biotic.  Man’s effects, both adverse and beneficial, are discussed.  
Social Studies
Course Title:  World History Honors
Grade Level:   9
Credit hours:   1

Prerequisite: N/A

With an emphasis on Western civilization, this course covers themes and events related to selected peoples and cultures from the earliest humans to the modern world. Major topics include the Greeks and Romans, the medieval period, the Renaissance and Reformation, world revolutions, the modern age, the World Wars, and major world religions. Assignments include thesis-driven research papers and book reviews. In-class work includes analysis and discussion of primary documents, note-taking skills,

and group work. A significant amount of supplementary reading complements the textbook.

Course Title:  US  History Honors
Grade Level: 11

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite: N/A

This course covers the period in American history following Reconstruction

to the present day. Topics will be studied chronologically, but also thematically, in order to establish a broad understanding of ideas and

events that have shaped the past 130 years of our nation. Major themes will be drawn from the political, social, cultural, economic, and geographic components of history. Assignments include thesis-driven research papers and book reviews. In-class work includes analysis and

discussion of primary documents, note-taking skills, and group work. A significant amount of supplementary reading complements the textbook (which is the same book used in the Advanced Placement course).

Course Title:  European History AP
Grade Level: 10- 12
Credit hours:  1
Prerequisite: Teacher approval and a grade of an A or B in World History Honors
The AP course and exam in European History are intended for qualified students who wish to complete a high school course equivalent to a college introductory course in European history.  Students are expected to demonstrate a knowledge of basic chronology and of major events and themes from approximately 1450 (the High Renaissance) to the present.

The study of Europe since 1450 introduces students to cultural, economic, political, and social developments that played a fundamental role in shaping the world in which they live.  In addition to providing a basic narrative of events and movements, the goals of AP European History are to develop (a) an understanding of some of the principal themes in modern European history, (b) an ability to analyze historical evidence and historical interpretation, and (c) an ability to express historical understanding in writing.
All students will take the AP exam for this course in the Spring.  The cost is approximately $85 
Course Title:  U.S. History AP
Grade Level: 11

Credit Hours: 1

Prerequisite:  Teacher approval

AP Unites States history is a college level course that consists of lecturing, extensive outside reading, and Socratic seminars.  Student requirements include an outside reading list, books to be read during the school year, several papers on various topics, and taking the AP test in the spring. All students will take the AP exam for this course in the Spring.  The cost is approximately $85 
 Fall term only.
Course Title:  Honors Topics

Grade level: 11-12
Credit hours: 1

Prerequisite: U.S. History AP or European History AP
Honors topics is a course that helps student examine different perspectives and viewpoints on major events in history.  Each event will be presented as debates, group discussions, and each argument backed by research involving primary and secondary sources.  Students will be expected to write papers.  Spring Term only.

Course Title: U.S. Government Honors

Grade level:  11-12

Credit hours: ½

This course provides a study into the foundations of government, citizenship, and American political traditions on the federal, state, and local government levels.

Course Title: Economics Honors

Grade level:  11-12

Credit hours: ½

Economics is the study of human behavior in producing, distributing, and consuming material goods and services.  The goal of the study of economics is to equip students with a set of analytical tools to help them reason objectively and independently about economic problems.

Course Title: Psychology

Grade Level: 11-12
Credit hours: 1/2

Prerequisite: N/A

This course is designed to introduce students to the basic principles of psychology in preparation for college psychology as well as for life in an

increasingly complex society. Emphasis will be on individual differences, personal adjustment, coping skills, and relationships as well as learning, memory perception, consciousness, and abnormal psychology.

Course Title:  Sociology

Grade Level:  11-12
Credit Hours: ½

Prerequisite: N/A

Sociology provides the student with an overview of the functions of the institutions of family, education, government, economy and religion as a part of society.  Among topics discussed are social stratification, culture, and social problems such as poverty, crime, overpopulation, prejudice and discrimination, divorce and suicide.
Senior Project/Community Service

Course Title:  Senior Project

Grade Level:  12

Credit Hours:  1

DESCRIPTION:  Senior Project will be a course for credit with a pass/fail grade not to be computed into the GPA.  Senior Project experiences are academic/instructional activities that may take place away from the school premises.   Students must accumulate 135 hours of project work.  The purpose of Senior Project will be to showcase the knowledge, skills, and creativity developed as a result of 12 years of education.  It is an opportunity for the student to become accountable for his/her own learning by focusing his/her talents, skills, and knowledge on an academic topic or a setting of special interest to him/her.  Projects chosen must produce a FINAL PRODUCT.
A job where seniors earn money cannot be counted toward Senior Project.
